This means the book could be just
right for your child, too difficult, or too easy depending on their individual
reading level. If it is too difficult for your child to read independently, please
read it to them. The books were also chosen for their thematic connection to
our school-wide Journey to Success! initiative. The books incorporate the
theme of striving for your personal best, as well as other attributes. Each
grade level has planned several learning activities around their title. These
activities will occur during the first two weeks of school. Please ensure that
your child has read the book or had the book read to them so they come to
school prepared in the fall.
